Lands and Resources News 

The First Nations Land Management Act- What Is It? What Does It Mean for      

Temagami First Nation? 

The Lands and Resources Department has been 

looking at the possibility of what the First Nations 

Land Management Act (“FNLMA”) could do for 

the community.  The FNLMA transfers to First 

Nations the authority to manage their own re-

serve land use planning and make their own laws 

concerning lands, resources, and the environ-

ment on reserve land. So, in our case right now 

that means Bear Island.  Currently all land use 

regulations on Bear Island are ultimately in con-

trol of AANDC (formerly INAC, also known as 

“Indian Affairs”.) If TFN decides to sign on to the 

FNLMA, 34 sections of the Indian Act dealing with 

land, resources, and environment will be re-

placed by laws created by us. It would remove 

about one third of the provisions of the Indian 

Act.  

Background: 

The Framework Agreement on First Nations Land 

Management was created in 1996 when 14 First 

Nation communities and the federal government 

signed on. The FNLMA is the legal document that 

was developed through the Framework Agree-

ment. It was “ratified” (made legal) in 1999 when 

14 First Nation communities and the federal gov-

ernment signed on. In 2002, access to the Act 

was offered to all First Nations. Since then 55 

more First Nations have signed on as well.  

Where Temagami First Nation is now, and 

where we can go with the FNLMA: 

Temagami First Nation has applied for and been 

accepted to be a “signatory” to the Framework 

Agreement.  By officially signing the Framework  

Agreement, the community will be provided the 

“option” of assuming governance control over our 

“reserve” lands and resources.   

This “option” is later decided by ratification vote 

of Temagami First Nation members following the 

completion of the developmental work.  This is 

referred to as the Community Approval Process 

Plan. (CAPP.) 

Developmental work funding is provided for 

meaningful community consultation and to study 

what developing a Land Use Code would mean for 

us, as well as to develop a Ratification Process for 

the Code.  

 

We would also draft, negotiate our own TFN 

Transfer Agreement (transfer of land use authori-

ty from AANDC to TFN).   

In order to ensure that the Land Code, Individual 

Transfer Agreement, Ratification Process adhere 

to the rules set out in the Act’s Framework Agree-

ment, an “Independent Verifier”, agreed upon by 

TFN and AANDC, would monitor the process of 

Final Referendum (Ratfication Vote). This would 

provide certainty that everything is done in a cor-

rect and transparent way.

“A 2009 KPMG study shows that First Nations with direct control over their reserve lands and 

resources under the Framework Agreement and the FNLMA are making decisions at the speed 

of business and that economic development is much greater in comparison to those whose lands 

are administered under the Indian Act.  

Many of the operational First Nations reported a 40 per cent increase in new business overall 

by band members and a 45 percent increase into different types of businesses, including supplier 

and spin-off businesses. These First Nations attracted approximately $53 million in internal in-

vestment and close to $100 million in external investment.”

Energy East / TransCanada Pipeline Open House and Information                  

Session, Bear Island October 5/13 

Representatives from Energy East and Ishkonigan Inc., a firm specializing in industry / First Nation 

consultation, visited Bear Island on October 5th.   The company representatives presented a very 

brief overview of their proposal to convert the natural gas pipeline that runs across Canada 

through n’Daki Menan to an oil sands bitumen-carrying pipeline.   

Energy East has not prepared their Project Description, and at this point are unable to answer 

many of the pressing and important questions our citizens asked at the meeting.  The questions 

that were asked were well documented at the initial meeting and will be followed up by the 

Lands & Resources staff over time with the Energy East representatives.   The Lands and Re-

sources Department will be meeting with Energy East representatives soon to discuss the “duty 

to consult and accommodate,” and to develop a workplan, including capacity resources that will 

include more community consultations and information sessions in the future.    

For a copy of the presentation and notes of the meeting held on October 5, 2013, please do not 

hesitate to contact Casey Becker at (705) 237-8275 or casey.becker@temagamifirstnation.ca 

 

Temagami Crown Forest Management Unit  Update 

The Ontario government is undertaking a restructuring of the way its forestry units are managed.  

Currently the Temagami Crown Management Unit is the only unit in Ontario that is  managed 

through the MNR. Ontario wants to remove itself from this responsibility. Various management 

models are proposed, but a decision on who will manage it and how is a long way off.  

On October 1st a meeting was held in Temagami to discuss ways of moving forward on this                  

decision. Members of Chief and Council as well as the L&R Team attended along with various                   

municipal and  industry stakeholders. Temiskaming First Nation representatives also attended.

Partridge, the Medicine Bird

An Algonquin Grandmother who lived to be 123 years 

old always told her children, grandchildren and great grandchildren how important it 

is to eat the food that keeps our DNA strong as indigenous people. Partridge is a medi-

cine to our people. When we consider all the nutritional medicines that the Partridge 

consumes in the forest, it is easy to understand how the meat from this bird will carry 

us through a long cold winter. Our original diet was nutritional, holistic, and organic, 

and free from being genetically altered or irradiated. There is scientific proof that such 

modern practices are harmful to our health. We are made up of the same minerals as 

the earth. We have to consider how important balance is in this life for our children. 

The human mind is like an axe; when it is sharp it can do more work.  A dull axe takes 

twice as long and the work is not always completed.  

 

Eat Well, Be Well, and Your Well Will Never Run Dry! 

Baked Partridge 

4 partridge dressed         ¼ tsp. pepper 

1 small clove of garlic      1 tsp. salt 

1 small onion halved        1/3 cup butter 

1 tbsp. celery, chopped    ½ cup of water 

Cut up partridge using breast and thighs. Brown lightly in butter with onion and garlic. 

Place in small roasting pan and add water and chopped celery. Bake, covered, at 350”F 

for 1 1/2 hours.                                   Baste frequently to prevent dryness. 

Note: the only way to make turtle soup is to make it snappy.
